Thurman still remains very active in her
Sunnydale, Calif., home at Sun City Gardens,
an unassisted senior living center, her daugh-
ter Kaye Jamison points out.

“Be good to
your fellow men and always see the cup half full
instead of half empty!”

Originally from Sweden, Gunnar Adalberth found
his way to Union’s campus in the fall of 1983 after he
was an exchange student at Covington High School and
received a tennis scholarship from the university.

“At first thought, you might say that my tennis
ability got me to Union,” says Gunnar. “I know the real
reason though — God had a plan where 1 would become
aborn-again Christian. Tennis was merely a vehicle to
accomplish His plan.”

Though his most significant memory at Union is his
salvation experience, Gunnar also has fond memories of
his experiences on the tennis team with then-coach Ron
