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PURPOSE: 
The Union University Camp Instructors will teach  
the fundamentals of cheerleading, in addition to  
social interaction.

AGE GROUPS: 
Group A—Age 4-5 
Group B—Age 6-7 
Group C—Age 8-10 

ATTENDANCE REQUIREMENT: 
A student must be four years old before the first day  
of cheerleading camp to participate.

NUMBERS: 
In order to allow specialized instruction on various aspects of 
cheerleading, each age group will be limited. Applications 
will be processed on a first-come, first-served basis.  

CAMP BENEFITS: 
Each camper will receive a cheerleading camp T-shirt. 
Awards will also be given at the closing activities.

COST: 
The total cost for the cheerleading school is $60 per 
camp, per camper. Total payment of $60 is required with 
application. Concessions are included in the cost.

DEADLINE FOR ENTRIES: 
We are asking that all applications be received by May 30, 
if possible. This allows the camp staff to prepare materials 
and order correct size T-shirts for the campers. Late 
applications will be accepted.

DRESS CODE: 
Modest length shorts or pants, T-shirts (no crop or 
midriff tops) and comfortable tennis shoes.

ITEMS NEEDED: 
Each camper may furnish optional pom poms and any 
other desired items.

STAFF: 
Instructors will be Union University cheerleaders and 
Becky Ranfeld. The Camp Director is Tina Giddens, 
Union’s Cheerleading Sponsor.

INSURANCE: 
Personal insurance must be provided as the primary 
carrier by each camper. Union University Cheerleading 
Camp, as secondary carrier, will also provide insurance 
against injury or accident.

DAILY SCHEDULE 
Campers should arrive no later than 8:00 a.m. and must 
be picked up no later than 11:30 a.m. T-
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
