Essentials of Expository Preaching  
This Institute will provide practical instruction concerning 

the preparation and delivery of expository messages. Defining 

expository preaching, and how to preach the “whole counsel 

of God” will be addressed. Particular emphasis will be placed 

on personal preparation, the concept and experience of 

incarnational preaching and the vital role of the Holy Spirit 

in preaching. Practical guidelines concerning sermon delivery 

will be included as well. Lectures, messages, interactive sessions, 

times of worship, fellowship and food will all be a part of the 

institute schedule.

Essentials of Evangelistic Preaching  
Evangelism and discipleship are non-negotiable aspects of the 

Great Commission. Our enthusiasm to share the good news and 

to help new believers must be matched by knowledge of the 

gospel, the basics of communicating the gospel, and the ability 

to make disciples, not just decisions. This Institute is designed 

to ignite a passion for evangelism and to equip participants to 

faithfully proclaim the gospel message. Special attention will be 

given to the content, preparation, and delivery of evangelistic 

messages as well as the importance of the invitational portion 

of the message. Also, critical aspects of discipleship and biblical 

church growth will be addressed.
