· Textbook lists for each course will be posted on the internet (www.uu.edu/personal/keasley) at least two weeks before each class begins. 
· These lists will include title, author, and edition number (if any). The ISBN number will also be provided.

· Students are responsible for ordering these books and receiving them by the first time the class meets.

· The LifeWay Bookstore and the Barnes and Noble Bookstore on Winchester are the nearest retail book dealers to the Stephen Olford Center. They will be glad to place an order for your textbooks if you prefer to deal with a retail seller. 
· If you choose an online source, four sources are suggested: 
christianbook.com; amazon.com; barnesandnoble.com; or half.com. If you are reading this document from your computer and you are connected to the internet, you should be able to access these sites by holding down the control key and then left clicking your mouse. 

· When you access the site, you will be able to key in either the ISBN number or the author and title information to find and order your textbook.
