Intramural Basketball
Union University 

A. The Game
· EACH TEAM IS REQUIRED TO HAVE ONE PERSON SITTING AT THE SCORE'S TABLE.  HOME TEAM OPERATES CLOCK; VISITING TEAM KEEPS TRACK OF SCORE BOOK. FORFEIT WILL RESULT IF A TEAM DOES NOT COMPLY WITH THIS RULE. 
· Games times include M-T-TH 4,5,6,7,8,9,10. Wed 4,5 and 9, 10. Fridays 4,5. Saturdays 12,1,2,3,4.

· Games will be played at Union and at West Jackson Baptist Church.

· Basketball will consist of pool play and a single elimination tournament for upper division.  
· Mercy Rule-There will be a 35-point mercy rule after 10 minutes in the second half.
· The game should be played between two teams of 5 players each.  Four players are required to avoid a forfeit.  If a team does not have enough players, the opposing team has the option of giving 10 minutes grace for the remaining players to show up to the game. 
· Each half will have 20 minute running clock that will stop during the last 1 of the first half and the last 2 minutes of the second half.  The clock will only stop for whistles and timeouts.  
· An official or team time out stops the clock in first 18 minutes of half.
· Each team is given two time outs per half.

· If the teams are tied at the end of regulation there will be 5 minute overtime with clock stopping the last minute.  If the teams are still tied it will go to a second overtime. Each team has 1 timeout in overtime.
· Each team shall designate a team captain who is to make all decisions in regard to options posed by the officials.  The captain’s first choice of any option shall be irrevocable.  
· The captains are the only ones who should talk to the officials.

· Bench personnel will consist of players, one coach and an    organizations representative.  Failure to abide by this rule will result in a technical foul for the coach.

· Coaches or captains are responsible for filling out the scores      book before the game is to start. First and last names are required    as well as the players number from their jersey.
B. Eligibility

· All Union students, faculty, and staff are eligible to participate.

· Spouses of faculty/staff or students are eligible to participate in intramural events.

· Undergraduate students must be enrolled in at least 6 hours; Graduate and seminary extension students must be enrolled in at least 3 hours of graduate level courses at Union University to be eligible.

· Any individual who participated in a varsity sport during one academic year would be ineligible to participate in that sport or associate sport during that same academic year.

· “Red shirt” players and members of intercollegiate teams are ineligible to participate on an intramural team in that specific sport (or associated sport) during that sport’s season.

· Professionals or amateurs competing in any related sport in the Intramural Program are ineligible.
C. Rules and Regulations
· All Union students, faculty, and staff are eligible to participate.
· The home team will provide the score keeper.  The home team will be designated on the game schedule.  Only one person from the home team is required to keep the scores book and run the clock.  This is not a social hour so only the one person is permitted to be at the scoring table. 

· Five fouls per player per game.

· Seven team fouls are required for the bonus of one and one.  Ten fouls for two shots.
· Cursing at the officials, supervisors, or opposing players, insulting the officials, supervisors, or opposing players, participating in a fight (AUTOMATIC EJECTION). Other unsportsmanlike acts will also earn a technical foul. All unsportsmanlike fouls result in two free throws and the ball, regardless of whether the foul is on a player or the bench.
D. Dress Code
· Each team MUST have matching, numbered jerseys for every player. Legal numbers are expanded to include 0-99. A non-numbered jersey will not be allowed
· Bike shorts, bare midriffs, and cut-off  shorts are inappropriate for this event.

G.  Unsportsmanlike Conduct
· No player shall use abusive or insulting language nor commit any act of unfair play including attempts to interfere with offensive signals or movements, kicking at opposing players, swinging arms, hand, or first at an opposing player.

· Coaches, substitutes, or others subject to the rule shall not attempt to influence the decision of an official, address an official disrespectfully, or be on the court illegally.
