
 
 

Admission Requirements for the Ed.D. Degree (Post-Ed.S. Bridge)  
 

1. Application:  A completed application form. http://www.uu.edu/academics/graduate/edd/ 
 

2. Application Fee:  A nonrefundable application fee of $25.  (Combined with the previously paid 
$25 Ed.S. application fee this will cover your $50 Ed.D. assessment fee.) 

 
3. Writing Sample: All applicants successfully complete a writing sample demonstrating 

adequate graduate level writing skills.  We request that applicants complete and upload the 
writing sample within 48 hours of starting. Writing sample will be uploaded to the student’s 
file through the online application. 

 
4. Recommendation Forms:  Every Ed.D. applicant must submit four (4) recommendation 

forms—one from her/his principal/supervisor, two from fellow teachers/professional 
colleagues, and one from a graduate professor from his/her prior graduate program.  
Applicant will provide name and email address for each recommendation form while 
completing the application.  

 
5. Current professional resume or curriculum vita.  Resume will be uploaded to applicant’s file 

while completing online application.   
 

6. Interview:  Following an initial meeting with the Program Director a personal interview is 
required by a panel of graduate professors who will make a recommendation to the Dean and 
Graduate Admissions Committee regarding admission to the doctoral program.  

 
 
Notification:  Each student will be notified in writing of the decision regarding his/her admittance into 
the program.
